1.0 INTRODUCTION

The Ministry of Information, Communications Technology (ICT) & National Guidance is a merger of the then Ministry of ICT and the Directorate of Information & National Guidance previously under the Office of the Prime Minister. The main reason for restructuring the two institutions was the need to facilitate effective Communication of Government programmes using all communication platforms (TVs, Radios, Newspapers, Social media etc); rule out duplication of roles among Government agencies of communication and ensure easy coordination of all Government communication players.

The sector has, therefore, metamorphosed from ICT sector to ICT and National Guidance. The sector is currently composed of the following institutions in addition to representatives from the Private Sector, Development Partners and Civil Society:

i. Ministry of Information, Communications Technology and National Guidance

ii. Uganda Communications Commission(UCC); 

iii. National Information Technology Authority-Uganda (NITA-U); 

iv. Uganda Institute of Information and Communications Technology (UICT).

v. Uganda Broadcasting Corporation

vi. The Uganda Media Centre (UMC) & Government Citizen Interaction Centre (GCIC)

vii. Uganda Post Limited (UPL) – mandated to offer a wide range of postal, communications and logistical services to domestic and international clients;

viii. The Media Council; and 

The ICT & National Guidance Sector VISION is “A knowledgeable and productive society driven by Information, Communications Technology and National Ideology”; and the MISSION is “To provide effective communication, utilisation of Communication Technologies and ideological orientation for socio-economic transformation”.
2.0 NATIONAL DEVELOPMENT PLAN AND SECTOR POLICY PRIORITIES

The ICT and National Guidance Sector contributes directly and indirectly towards NDP II aspiration of “Strengthening Uganda’s Competitiveness for Sustainable Wealth Creation, Employment and Inclusive Growth”.

· Government has put in place enabling environment that has seen the ICT sub sector grow at a cumulative annual growth rate of over 25%;

· Significant growth seen in areas of mobile communications, computer applications, information processing, storage and dissemination as well as financial inclusion using mobile telephony platforms, e-finance, global connectivity and online trade;

· The current sector target is to increase its contribution to Government revenue from 8.1% (2012/13) to 10% (2020)
· To increase the employment in the ICT sector from 1 million (2012/13) to 3 million (2020).
Medium Term Sector policy objectives

3.0 PROJECTS, PLANS, POLICIES AND PROGRAMMES IMPLEMENTED BY THE SECTOR AND IMPLICATIONS FOR LOCAL GOVERNMENTS

3.1 THE NATIONAL BACKBONE INFRASTRUCTURE (NBI) 

The NBI/EGI Project connects all major towns with high-speed Optical Fiber Cable based Network, all Governments Institutions (MDA & Local Governments) onto an e-Government Network and connecting all Special Interest Groups (Schools, Tertiary Institutions, Hospitals etc.)

It is comprised of two (2) Components;

· National Data Transmission Backbone Infrastructure (NBI)

· E-Government Infrastructure (EGI)

3.1.1 Current Status of The NBI

National Data Transmission Backbone Infrastructure and e-Government Infrastructure Project (NBI/EGI) has connected Three hundred thirty five (335) Government Offices (MDAs/LGs), whereby two hundred seventy three (273) are currently receiving services as at end of FY2017/18. The implementation of the NBI took a phased approach; Phases I & II composed of 1590 km of Optical Fibre Cable (OFC) laid across the Country. Phase III, consisted of laying another 756km of OFC which established alternative routes to the undersea cables through connectivity to the boarder points, five boarder points have been connected and are active ie  Busia and Malaba to Kenya, Katuna to Rwanda, Mutukula to Tanzania and Elegu to South Sudan.

Under the missing links project, NITA-U plans to connect to DR Congo through Mpondwe in Kasese, Oraba boarder post for three countries ie Uganda, South Sudan and DRC and Vurra boarder post for Uganda and South Sudan.

3.1.2 Expected Benefits of the NBI to the country

a) Provision of high speed connectivity throughout the country to all major towns and District headquarters

b) Lower the Cost of Internet Bandwidth for Government MDAs and Local Governments therefore lowering the cost of doing business in Government

c) Improved Service delivery using online services provisioned through the NBI

d) Integrated, Seamless,  Secure and efficient Government Communication

e) Provision of e-Government Services such as e-Health, online Education, e-Tax, IFMS, IPPS etc.to all this districts and towns across the Country

f) Provide connectivity to schools, Institutions of Higher Learning, Hospitals and other target user groups etc.

g) Provide high speed Internet bandwidth to the Business Process Outsourcing (BPO) Centers 

h) Generate revenue for Government through the Commercialization of the Infrastructure

3.1.3 Impact of the NBI/EGI implementation:

a) Cost of internet bandwidth has progressively dropped from a unit cost of 1200USD per month in 2000 to 600USD in 2012 to USD 300 in 2015. Following the implementation of the Mutukula connection to Tanzania and the Government’s intervention to purchase of internet bandwidth in bulk, the unit cost has drop further to USD 190 starting July 2017 and progressively as we connect more offices and users. This new price point represents a 300% reduction in cost over the last five (5) years. As at end of FY2017/18, the cost of internet bandwidth was at USD 70.
b) High speed connectivity between Government offices has improved communication and information sharing. This has also led to a reduction of an average of 30% in Government expenditure on communications over the last five years. 

Through the last mile and missing links initiatives under the Regional Communication Infrastructure Project (RCIP), the NBI will be extended to over 1000 MDAs, schools, Tertiary Institutions, Hospitals, Local Governments and Municipal Councils sites in 114 districts.

3.4
The Presidential Directives on Improving quality and security of communication (Ref. PO/1 dated 1 October 2014, PO/15 dated 12 October 2016)
They entail the following:

a) All MDAs and LGs should have communication officers senior enough to get relevant information and talk for government. Entities that do not have these officers should recruit or assign capable existing staff immediately to enhance government communication.

b) The government communication function is now resident with the Ministry of ICT & National Guidance, and all communication organs of government should fall under this ministry which will be the parent ministry for all government communication staff and information technology officers in MDAs and LGs. The Permanent Secretary in the Ministry of Public Service and that of the Ministry of ICT & National Guidance have already communicated this directive to the relevant authorities.

c) All MDAs and LGs must invest resources in developing and maintaining websites in accordance with the standards issued by NITA-U in 2014.

d) All accounting officers should take interest in the health of their websites and social media sites. The Office of the President shall hold them accountable.

e) Implement the National Information Security Framework (NISF) within your MDAs and LGs to avoid websites being hacked into and to promote a safe cyber space for our citizens.

f) All accounting officers should give priority to the Uganda Broadcasting Corporation family when placing adverts in electronic media. The Head of Public Service/Secretary to Cabinet was directed to write a circular to MDAs and LGs to this effect.
3.3 Current status of websites

The Sector has been keen on enhancing citizen interaction with Government as well as easing access and use of electronic services (e-services) offered by public sector through the growth of web presence. Two hundred eighty four (284) Government websites have been developed to date for Ministries, Departments, Agencies, Local Governments and Foreign Missions. In order to promote usage, NITA-U has carried out extensive awareness on web guidelines, digital communications etc. 
To date, 1,275 communication officers, IT Personnel and 21 Local Governments have been trained in web management, digital communications, social media management and cyber security. As a result, 83% of central Government organizations i.e. main MDAs have functional websites.  The annual web analysis carried out by the Sector through NITA-U revealed that 74% of all existing government websites have been integrated with social media, i.e.; Facebook, YouTube and twitter and 53% are regularly updated. NITA-U has also taken on its responsibility as the registrar for the .go.ug domain and in the financial year 2017/18, obtained 145 new domain names to close the 40% gap of websites which were developed but unavailable due to lack of domain names, expiry of domain names and failure to renew by the institutions. Sensitization and capacity building efforts this financial year 2018/19 are going to focus on content management.

3.7 Sector Role In Enhancing Communication

3.7.1 Role Of LGs In Enhancing Communication
a) Develop and implement their respective District ICT Policies, Strategies and Plans, and District Communication Strategies and Plans.
b) Website Content generation

c) Website management

d) The National ICT Policy and the Government Communication Strategy, 2011 which were passed by Cabinet should guide the LGs. The Sector can be called upon for technical support.

e) Avail resources to implement the policies and strategies, including monitoring and reporting progress to the parent Ministry. 

f) At least 8% of the Budget should be set aside for communication activities.

g) Recruit communication officers whose duty it is to speak for government about service delivery. 

h) Entities which do not have such people should assign their duties to capable existing staff within their structures immediately;

i) Designate an officer to regularly prepare and submit timely content with facts and figures about the achievements registered in the LGs to the Government Citizen Interaction Centre (GCIC) for wide propagation. GCIC is a primary contact centre for citizens to enhance monitoring of service delivery and provide feedback from citizens. The Centre is accessible through a call center with Code 900 TOLL FREE, both voice and sms. It can also be accessed through e-mail, twitter, Facebook etc. 
3.8 PROVISION OF SHARED E-SERVICES

To improve efficiency and effectiveness in public service delivery, a number of key e-Government services have been prioritized and these include; 

a) Unified Messaging and Collaboration System (UMCS) will ensure enhanced and effective communication in MDAs and LGs countrywide thereby reducing messaging and collaboration costs across Government by leveraging one shared platform. As such, improving service delivery by promoting a mobile and remote workforce and communication in Government among others. Upon completion of implementation of the service, MDAs and LGs will receive services such as email, contacts management, instant messaging, video and audio conferencing as well as social media integration. This service will be provided to all LGs connected to the NBI.
b) Electronic Payment gateway is a platform for managing electronic collection and disbursement of Government funds. This service is going to improve convenience and transparency and accuracy in the way through which people make payments for government services. A person shall be able to seamlessly apply for a Government e-Service and be able to complete the entire transaction online. This will reduce the indirect costs involved in cash transactions such as transport costs. 
NB: This implies that all local government services will be paid for online; these include trading license, construction permit and market fees. 

c) Electronic Government Procurement System (This is being established in conjunction with PPDA for transparency within the procurement processes across Government. Effective FY 2018/19 all procuring entities will be required to do all the procurement using the e-GP system. The Local Governments therefore need to prepare for this through providing basic computer skills for the procurement officers to ensure readiness.
d) Human Capital Management System (This is being implemented in conjunction with Ministry of Public Service). This will be an upgrade of the existing IPPS system and will handle all the government recruitments even up to the decentralized district level. It will be used by all parties involved in the government recruitment process.

e) SMS gateway will provide simplified notification services and mobile accessibility for e-services. The Local Government’s will benefit from this service through being able to mobilize community meeting or activities such as vaccination at a relatively cheaper cost. Local Governments will be able to utilize the SMS gateway to send bulk SMS to its population. Currently on the market each SMS costs 25/= to 50/= per SMS while through the SMS gateway each SMS will go for 5/= to 8/= shillings per SMS. This will ensure reduction in communication costs for the Local Governments.
f) Systems Integration Platform will ease sharing information across Government and convenient citizen access to Government services. All government information systems will be integrated with other systems to enhance service delivery to the citizen.  For example The Logrev system will be integrated with the NIRA data base to provide information on the person receiving a service from a local government without having to request for the same information that is already captured by NIRA. 

3.8.1 Role of Local Governments in the implementation of shared e-services

a) Embrace the shared e-services and give them the due publicity

b) Budget for operationalizing the shared e-services in their respective sites. The budget may include items such as Computers, internet bandwidth and any such items that are essential for the successful implementation of the e-Services

c) Equip staff with basic knowledge on computer usage in preparation for implementation of the shared e-services

d) Ensure re-use of existing ICT resources for the new shared e-services e.g. existing computers for IFMIS.
e) Protect the infrastructure against vandalism and damage.

3.10 THE NATIONAL ICT INNOVATIONS SUPPORT PROGRAMME (NIISP)

The National ICT Initiatives Support Programme (NIISP) is GOU intervention aimed at facilitating the production and consumption of ICT Innovative products made in Uganda. This is intended to develop the country’s capacity in ICT innovation to avert reliance on imported applications. The Programme will facilitate the creation of a digital ecosystem and marketplace for exposing innovative digital products. It will also tackle bottlenecks to creating a digital ecosystem by promoting the use of Application Programming Interfaces (APIs) in Uganda to enable the GoU, enterprises and individuals to innovate fast and reach new markets. 

The major broad pillars of the Programme include:

a) Support to Local ICT Innovators

b) Establishment of ICT Parks starting with construction of an ICT Innovation Centre at Nakawa this FY 2017/18;

c) Promoting local ICT products, services and solutions for improved service delivery;

d) Promoting local electronic manufacturing and assembly 
3.10.1
How LGs Can Benefit From NIISP

District ICT Officers (where they exist), will need to:

a) assess the availability of innovation skills and capacity in the district;

b) create awareness on the programme; 

c) identify and forward problems (hampering service delivery) that can be solved through the NIISP; 

d) maintain a record of innovative products from within the district; and

e) promote the consumption of local innovations
3.11 GOVERNMENT CITIZENS INTERACTION CENTRE (GCIC)

Government through the Ministry of ICT and National Guidance established a primary contact center for citizens to enhance the monitoring of service delivery and provide a channel for feedback and suggestions from citizens. It is also an online platform for social media engagements. This contact center is called the Government Citizen Interaction Centre (GCIC). The Centre is accessible through a call center with Code 900 TOLL FREE, both voice and sms. Citizens can also access the Centre through various online platforms: e-mail, twitter, Facebook etc. The Centre obtains information and /or responses by contacting relevant MDAs.

It has successfully run the following campaigns, among others:

a) Delivery of medicines to the Health Centers by National Medical Stores (NMS). The Centre publishes on its sites every delivery made by the NNS up to Health Centre II;

b) A campaign dubbed #FollowYourMoney by breaking down figures appropriated to different government facilities up to Parish level and sharing them. This helps the citizens to track down their taxes and to fight corruption;

c) The Centre has been the official citizen-liaison partner for the National Identification and Registration Authority (NIRA) in the mass registration of learners between 5 and 16 years;

d) The Centre also hosts MDAs for monthly Open Government Sessions (OPGs) to engage citizens on mostly topical issues.

3.12 THE NATIONAL ICT POLICIES, LAWS, REGULATIONS AND 
STANDARDS

This National ICT Policy Framework 2014 enlists a number of interventions, which if funded and implemented, can bring about drastic and rapid change in the economy. It elaborates on the required actions in the traditional areas of Telecommunications, Broadcasting Infrastructure and Postal Services, but also goes into new areas of Information Technology and Information Management Services. Other areas considered are the Internet and Information Security among others.

3.13 INSTITUTIONALIZATION OF ICT AND COMMUNICATION FUNCTION 
IN GOVERNMENT 

The Ministry of Public Service has communicated Cabinet decision to put all communication officers and information technology officers in MDAs and LGs under the Ministry of ICT & National Guidance as their parent ministry. MoICT&NG will henceforth take lead in setting policy and standards regarding the recruitment, training, conduct, career growth and development of the communication officers and IT officers.

· During staff performance appraisal, accounting officers will be assessed on how effectively they communicate government programmes to the public;

· CAOs through District Communication officers should liaise with radio/TV stations to access free weekly airtime during prime time for government officials to talk about government programs and policies;

· Constitute District ICT Steering Committee

· Budget for operationalisation of e-services. Contact NITA-U for guidance;

· Equip staff with basic knowledge on computer usage; and

· Set up Local Area Networks (LAN). A LAN is basically two or more connected stations (PCs, Servers) in the same limited area, sharing data and peripheral devices e.g. printers. Components of a LAN are: 

· PCs/Work Stations 

· Servers

· Network Interface Card

· Cabling and connectors 

· Switch 

· Router

· Wireless Access Points

	The Ministry of ICT & National Guidance developed the ICT Policy but has not disseminated it to stakeholders.
	The Ministry developed and disseminated the policy and will continue to do so. LGs are required to develop their own ICT policies, strategic plans and disaster recovery plans aligned to the National ICT Policy. It has become an audit query every year for LGs that do not have their own ICT policies. On request, the Ministry and its agencies can support them in this regard.

	2. 
	Digital migration was moving at very slow pace in northern Uganda. It should be expedited.
	Digital migration is being handled by Signet, a Government entity affiliated to Uganda Broadcasting Corporation. It is being revamped to roll out digital migration quickly.

	3. 
	The policy about disposal of e-waste is not known.
	The Ministry has an e-waste policy, strategy and guidelines. NEMA has drafted a new law – the National Environment Bill 2017, which is now before Parliament. This law has procedure for disposal of waste at landfill, e-waste, domestic and industrial waste among others. The Bill, if passed, will outlaw dumping of e-waste such as phones, refrigerators and computers in landfills or unauthorized places.

	· It is the responsibility of each LG to budget for its communication activities. The Government communication Strategy of 2011 which was passed by Cabinet requires all LGs and MDAs to allocate at least 8% of their budgets for communication activities.

	· The Ministry has been keen on enhancing citizen interaction with Government as well as easing access and use of electronic services (e-services) offered by public sector through the growth of web presence. At least 288 websites have been developed to date for MDAs, Local Governments and Foreign Missions. In order to promote usage, NITA-U has carried out extensive awareness on web guidelines, digital communications, etc. 

· To date, 1,275 communication officers, IT Personnel and 21 Local Governments have been trained in web management, digital communications, social media management and cyber security. As a result, 83% of central Government organizations have functional websites.  

· The annual web analysis by the Ministry revealed that 74% of all existing government websites have been integrated with social media, i.e.; Facebook, YouTube and Twitter and 53% are regularly updated. NITA-U has also taken on its responsibility as the registrar for the .go.ug domain and in the financial year 2017/18, obtained 145 new domain names to close the 40% gap of websites which were developed but unavailable due to lack of domain names, expiry of domain names and failure to renew by the institutions. NITA-U is going to increase its sensitization and capacity building efforts this financial year to focus on content management.

· All MDAs and LGs are required to have functional websites, intranets and ICT connectivity.

	Subscriptions for internet were previously made to NITA-U but recently, a directive was issued to the effect that all internet should be purchased from Uganda Telecom Limited. This has caused confusion.
	· Engagements have been held with several stakeholders (OPM, Solicitor General, MoFPED and UTL) on the implementation of the Presidential directive. 

· Following the Presidential directive, Cabinet allowed UTL to use the National Data Transmission Backbone Infrastructure cable to provide services to MDAs. This decision was aimed at avoiding double expenditure for Government that would arise from UTL setting up new physical Internet connections. 

· NITA-U has engaged the Ministry of Finance to harmonize the implementation of the Presidential directive and the already existing Memoranda of Understanding signed with Government entities for the supply of Internet Bandwidth. Once this is concluded the different entities and stakeholders will be informed accordingly.

· Furthermore, NITA-U is in the process of signing a Memorandum of Understanding and Service Level Agreement with UTL to guide the parties in the implementation of the Presidential Directive.
